The extended report will be due at the last class meeting Tuesday, May 12, 2011, (or before) and will not be returned to you.
What is the report?  Simply this:  

write 2 FULL pageS (That takes three sheets)  double-spaced on your experience as a CS major (If you are NOT a CS Major, then discuss your involvement with computers);

 it must be about YOU. 

If you already did this in the past during another term of SLS/CS, then your subject is:  what problem or opportunity in computers and society has impressed you this year?
